During the Season of Epiphany (“Epiphany” comes from a Greek word that means “reveal.”)
we see Jesus begin his public ministry, revealing the reason the Son of God came to earth.
During Epiphany, we will come to understand that when the true /identity of Jesus is revealed,
our own true identity is revealed as well.

Today, we celebrate the event of Jesus’ baptism and how it reveals our Savior to us as the
Anointed One (Messiah/Christ). When the Lord had someone anointed, he also poured his
Spirit over them. So, when we see Jesus baptized and when we consider our own baptisms,
God reveals so much to us in his grace!

CONFESSION OF SINS AND CONFESSION OF FAITH

When Jesus was baptized in the Jordan River, he was revealed as the Son of God, the
Messiah whom God had promised to send.

When we were baptized, God saved us through the washing of rebirth and adopted us as
his own. He washed us clean from the guilt of our sin, and continues to fill us with his
Holy Spirit so that we can live as his dear children. Therefore, as baptized children of God,
| ask you:

Do you renounce the devil and all his works?
Yes, I do.

Do you confess your own sins of thought, word, and deed?

Yes, I do. I am sorry for my sins.

Do you believe in God the Father Almighty?

Yes, I believe in God the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth.

Do you believe in Jesus Christ?

Yes, I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by the Holy
Spirit, born of the virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died,
and was buried. He descended into hell. The third day he rose again from the dead.
He ascended into heaven and sits at the right hand of God, the Father Almighty.
From there he will come to judge the living and the dead.

Do you believe in the Holy Spirit?
Yes, I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy Christian Church, the communion of saints,
the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting.
